


APPLICATION (BRUSHING)

HEMEMBE“: PREPARE THE SURFACE IN ACCORDANCE WITH A
TYPICAL PAINT APPLICATION. FILL IN ALL VISIBLE DINGS & SCRATCHES.
THE WALL MUST BE SMOOTH. MASK OFF AREA TO BE PAINTED. PRIME
WALL ACCORDINGLY. APPLY APPROPRIATE SCUFFMASTER TINTED
PREBASE AND ALLOW TO DRY ACCORDING TO INSTRUCTIONS

TWO COATS eacH coat CONSISTS OF ROLLING THE ENVIROMETAL
PAINT ON THE WALL FOLLOWED BY BRUSHING THE PATTERN.

BRUSH BOTH COATS. SIMPLY ROLLING THE FIRST COAT THEN ROLLING & BRUSHING
THE SECOND COAT WILL LEAVE LAP MARKS & STIPPLING THAT WILL BE VISIBLE
THROUGH THE FINISH

o START BY ROLLING THE FINISH

STARTING WITH THE TOP LEFT OF THE WALL, ROLL
3ft A3 X3'SQUARE USING THE 1/2” KNAP ROLLER.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO CUT CORNERS BY ROLLING
AREAS LARGER THAN 3’ X 3°. WORKING IN AN AREA
LARGER THAN 3 X 3’ WILL RESULT IN THE PAINT TO
DRY TOO FAST CAUSING IT TO BALL-UP WHEN IT IS

BRUSHED.

@) BRUSHING THE FINISH
MAKE SURE TO START THIS PASS WHILE THE PAINT IS STILL WET.

ENTIRE WALL

BRUSH AS CLOSE AS POSSIBLE TO MASKING TO AVOID
ANY “PICTURE FRAMING"

WHILE THE PAINT IS STILL WET USE THE 3"
SYNTHETIC BRUSH TO MAKE QUICK, RANDOM “CRISS-
CROSS” STROKES. FEATHER OUT EDGES. THIS WILL

HELP BLEND EACH SECTION TOGETHER.

ENTIRE WALL

MOVE T0 THE ADJOINING
_ aad 3ft  SECTION, REPEAT STEPS 1 &

L 4l l 2. LEAVE A NARROW GAP

i A APPROXIMATELY 1 BETWEEN
EACH SECTION. THIS WILL
PREVENT THE BUILD-UP OF PAINT.
REPEAT THIS PROCESS UNTIL THE
ENTIRE SURFACE IS COVERED.

SECGND CGAT: REPEAT STEPS OUTLINED ABOVE.

BLEND'NG: MAKE SURE ADJACENT SECTION IS DRY BEFORE BLENDING

APPLICATION (ROLLING)

HEMEMBER: PREPARE THE SURFACE IN ACCORDANCE WITH A
TYPICAL PAINT APPLICATION, FILL IN ALL VISIBLE DINGS & SCRATCHES.
THE WALL MUST BE SMOOTH. MASK OFF AREA T0 BE PAINTED. PRIME
WALL ACCORDINGLY. APPLY APPROPRIATE SCUFFMASTER TINTED
PREBASE AND ALLOW TO DRY ACCORDING TD INSTRUCTIONS.

TWO COATS eacH coaT CONSISTS OF ROLLING THE ENVIROMETAL
PAINT ON THE WALL FOLLOWED BY BACK-ROLLING THE FINISH.

ALL CUT-INS MUST BE BACK-ROLLED TO ELIMINATE BRUSH STROKES.

o APPLY WITH THE 1/2” NAP ROLLER

FIRST, CUT IN WITH A 3" BRUSH AND BACK-ROLL
WITH THE WHIZZ" ROLLER.

USING THE 1/2" NAP ROLLER COVER, ROLL THE
PAINT FLOOR TO CEILING OVER 3 LINEAR FEET.

9 BACK-ROLL WITH THE WOOSTER POLAR BEAR™

SWITCH TO THE WOOSTER POLAR BEAR™ SET-UP.
LIGHTLY ROLL JUST PAST THE EDGE OF SECTION TO
AVOID LAPPING.

MOVE TO THE NEXT 3 LINEAR FEET
AND REPEAT STEPS 1 AND 2.
